Youth work @ St Mary’s Baldock
If you’re aged 11 – 18, here’s the low down on what you can get involved with at St Mary’s:

SMUG: Is our friendly Saturday morning group! We enjoy spending time together, and do all sorts of stuff – from quizzes and BBQs, to cycle-rides and trips to the bowling alley. It’s very relaxed, and aims to give you the chance to meet friends, as well as giving us the chance to get to know you. Usually we meet at St Mary’s Church hall at 10am and finish by 12 – but do get in touch with a member of the Youth Team to find out details about the upcoming schedule!

FunDAmental: If you’re looking for something a little grittier; maybe you have some big questions you’d like to talk about in a real way – then fundamental is the place for you. We are a small group who meet on a Sunday from 4.30-6pm (usually in the Church Hall but sometimes in the Rectory or the Church). We use clips from films or TV shows to start discussions about all kinds of questions, from ‘where did the universe come from?’ to ‘how important is money?’ It’s a place to share your opinion, and hear what others have got to say too. 

Schools: If you go to KNIGHTS TEMPLAR or ST MARY’S JUNIOR then keep an eye out for Jen, our youth worker, who will be around from time to time either taking an assembly, or visiting a class. Say hi, ask her what’s coming up in your school, and she’ll be glad to tell you!

The ASHETERIA: The Asheteria is a drop-in café for anyone aged 10-18. It has a pool table, computer games, a chill-out zone, and some fantastic grub. It’s on most Saturdays between 5.30-7.30pm, in Ashwell URC hall, and costs just 50p on the door. Everyone is welcome (you don’t have to live in Ashwell to go!)

*Also check out the BIG SLEEP-OUT: on July 31st we’ll be sleeping, all night, in Ashwell church after an in-church Asheteria, and having breakfast together in the morning. You will need parental permission to take part, so make sure you get a form!

BRAZIL 2011: If you’re going to be 16 or over by July 2011 (or will be turning 16 during the next school year) you could be part of a team going to Brazil for three weeks, so support an orphanage in Belo Horizonte. All you need to do is get parental permission, and commit to meeting regularly as a group to do some serious fundraising. Oh…and get ready for the experience of a lifetime!
