Bible Studies — our Bible studies now tend to run as short series dealing
with particular topics. In the last twelve months these have included the
God of the Old Testament, practical evangelism, Living the Lord's Prayer
and living life under pressure. We are always open to suggestions for
subjects to consider.

Home Groups — we have a number of home groups who meet regularly,
including one for women and one dedicated to exploring creative ways of
prayer. We hope to set up at least one new group in the next six months.
