It is not complicated to arrange a wedding. All that is necessary is a phone call or email and a discussion about dates and times and a booking is made. 
Weddings at St Mary's are at least two hours apart so that one bride is not arriving as the last one is leaving! 

A wedding is a very special day and the Anglican liturgy, or the words of the service, are important, forming a frame work into which we would encourage people to build their own contributions. These could be readings, hymns and other music.

St Marys has a very good set of bells and these are regularly rung at weddings and on Sundays.


The church has a reputation for its wonderful flower arrangements which make beautiful displays. The picturesque setting here at St Mary's means that we have a great demand for weddings, so that sometimes we may have to ask you to be a little flexible about your date and time. 

To be married at St Mary's, you need to have some link with the area that is parish of Totton. Please contact the Vicar here if you would like more information.
Totton Team Ministry has an open policy on the marriage of divorced persons. You will need to talk to the Vicar about your situation to discuss the best way forward.

For those who are being married at St Mary's there is a wedding evening in late January/ early February. The priest officiating at your wedding will also visit you at least twice, to talk about marriage in general and your wedding in particular.
